Amendment 1. Are you in favor of the
adoption of Amendment 1, as follows:

Re: Wetlands Buffer  
To amend Section 301.7, A, as follows:  
A.  Buffer Description.  The Wetlands

Buffer shall include all land:
1) Within 100 feet of the edges of all

tidal marshes, bays, estuaries, rivers,
river tributaries and creeks, as defined by
the highest flooding of the ocean tides;
the edges of Eel Pond, Burke’s Pond,
Brown’s Pond and East Rye Pond, as
defined by the high-water mark; the
edges of all natural perennial streams,
vernal pools and ponds one (1) acre or
larger in size, as defined by the high-
water mark; and freshwater marshes, as
defined by vegetation.

2) Within 50 75 feet of very poorly
drained soils one (1) contiguous acre or
larger in size.

3) Within 25 50 feet of poorly drained
soils one (1) contiguous acre or larger in
size.

defined by the high-water mark; the
edges of all natural perennial streams,
vernal pools and ponds one (1) acre or
larger in size, as defined by the high-
water mark; and freshwater marshes, as
defined by vegetation.

2) Within 50 feet of very poorly drained
soils one (1) contiguous acre or larger in
size. 

3) Within 25 feet of poorly drained
soils one (1) contiguous acre or larger in
size.

4) Within 100 feet of very poorly
drained soils or poorly drained soils
one (1) contiguous acre or larger in
size located within the Berry's Brook
watershed, as defined by Basin 2,
Plate 3 of the 1998 Rye Master Plan.

The Planning Board is offering you two ways to make sure your opinions are heard, and we hope you will
take advantage of both.   The first way is through the Zoning Amendments on this yearÕs warrant and the
second will be the town-wide Opinion Survey.  These are ways of expressing your opinion that nobody in
Rye can ignore.

The Zoning Amendments offer you a potent vehicle to express your opinion on how Rye will look and how
it will be.  Maybe you had to miss the hearings where the amendments were hammered out, but you still
have a chance to influence the direction the town will go.  When a zoning amendment is approved, it
becomes law.  Then what was just your "opinion" becomes a law that cannot be ignored.  Please read
descriptions of the amendments on the next page. It will be no surprise that all but one of them have to do
with water and wetlands.  The text of all the amendments is at the beginning of this newsletter.

The second way to assure that you are listened to is the upcoming Opinion Survey.  It has been developed
through the hard work of a committee of town citizens from various backgrounds, chaired by Gary Dodds,
Vice Chairman of the Planning Board.  You may recall the status reports about this survey in previous
"Town of Rye Newsletter" articles.  The good news is that the survey is now complete.  A survey will be
mailed to every home. A new aspect is that the first and preferred way of taking the survey will be on line
through the Rye web site.  For those who do not have the internet available to them, the paper version can
be mailed in or dropped off.  We believe that this paper copy will help you whether you respond by inter-
net or choose to mail in your opinions.  We are hoping that the internet version will be used by many for
three big reasons.  It is cheaper for the town, more accurate, and we will get the results sooner.  We will be
sending the survey and detailed information shortly.

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Summary of Zoning
Amendents
These amendments are in Article 3

Amendments 1, 2, and 6 all address Wetland
Buffers.

Amendment 1 increases environmental protec-
tion and  applies to all poorly drained and very
poorly drained soils that are over 1 acre.
Throughout the town  it adds 25 feet to the
buffers designated today.  

Amendment 2 establishes 100 foot buffers for
these same soils but it applies only to BerryÕs
Brook watershed.

Amendment 6 removes a superseded sub-sec-
tion of the Zoning on wetland buffers.

1. Wetlands Buffer Amends Section 301.7, A
The Conservation Commission has found that to
protect wildlife and streams, an increase in the
wetlands buffers is needed. The revised sections
affect all one acre or larger  wetlands of poorly
drained or very poorly drained soils. Buffers of
very poorly drained soils would go from 50 feet
to 75 feet and for poorly drained soils from 25
feet to 50 feet.  This amendment would apply
townwide to all wetlands.

2. Wetlands Buffer Amends Section 301.7, A
The amendment would establish a 100-foot wide
buffer of all wetlands one contiguous acre or larg-
er within the watershed of Berry's Brook only.
This is not additional to the buffers in
Amendment 1.

6.  Wetlands Buffer Section 301.7B(7) was part
of the original wetlands buffer protection. It has
been superseded by changes in the wetlands
buffer regulations and by the requirement that
every lot have at least 44,000 square feet of
upland soils of which 30,000 square feet must be
contiguous.  If approved, this amendment will
delete this section.

3.   Telecommunications Facilities Overlay
District Amends Section 503.3
This change would delete two sites, both wet-
lands, designated in the original Cellular Phone
district, that were later found to be unusable.
Other sites will be designated this year to replace
these.  The sites which would be deleted are :

-Map 17, Lot 60 Near the site of the Brackett 
Road Massacre Burial Ground.  

-Map 22, Lot 74 acquired with the assistance 
of NH LCHIP funds which forbids this 
use.

4 -- Accessory Apartments -  Section 506.3 
The proposed amendment would increase the
maximum allowable size of an accessory apart-
ment from 700 to 1200 square feet.  This is one
of the several performance standards which must
be met to establish an Accessory Apartment.
Compliance is reviewed by the Board of
Adjustment and must be approved by them.
Accessory Apartments may be established only in
the Single Residence District. 

5 - Storm Water Management would delete the
present Subsections 507.4 through 507.7 and
replace these sections with a new Subsection
507.4.

This change modifies last yearÕs amendment that
made a Drainage and Grading Plan a requirement
for the issuance of a building permit whenever
there was the initial development of a vacant lot
or the replacement of a principal building on a
lot.  Experience has shown that this expensive
plan is not always needed.  The amendment
would give the Building Inspector the discretion
to determine whether or not a Drainage and
Grading Plan is required on a site by site level.  

The Requirements that any building and develop-
ment not increase drainage onto adjacent proper-
ties and not overburden the capacity of town
drainage facilities are retained.  These will form
the basis for the building inspectorÕs decisions. 
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Fire Station Building Committee Explains  Ballot Article 11 

This article addresses the need to
engage an architectural firm to work
with the Town to provide architec-
tural services needed to pursue the
feasibility, programming, planning,
design, and construction of a new
Fire Station or a new combined fire
and police station building for the
Town of Rye. 

For the past year, the Selectmen-
appointed Building Committee  has
worked to identify and evaluate pos-
sible candidate sites for such a new
building or facility. The site of the
existing Fire Station has been found
to be inadequate for a needed expan-
sion of the Fire Department, let alone
accommodate a combined Public
Safety Facility. The selected architec-
tural firm will work with the Town's
Building Committee to provide the
following services:

1. Detailed Programming, includ-
ing the establishment of the needs of
the Fire Department and of the
Police Department, based on current
requirements, and with potential for
possible future expansion. This
phase will result in a listing of the
specific needs of each of the specific

functions of each of the depart-
ments, e.g., number and sizes of
equipment bays, offices, and storage
rooms, as well as the infrastructure
services and the adjacencies, and in
turn, the aggregate size needed for
the overall building. This phase will
include an assessment of the advan-
tages and disadvantages associated
with a combined facility, with a shar-
ing of many of the building's spaces
and systems, as compared with two
separate facilities. 

2. Site Evaluation, including the
assessment of the features of each
available candidate site in terms of
location, centrality, availability, size,
potential for future expansion, phys-
ical attributes, traffic issues, sight
lines, etc. These first two phases will
help determine whether a combined
facility or separate facilities will be
optimum in serving the Town's
needs. 

3. Schematic Design and Budget
Development, including prelimi-
nary design, cost estimates for con-
struction and overall project cost,
schedule and timeline for project
delivery. 

4. Completion of Construction
Documents, including detailed rig-
orous coordinated drawings and
specifications, prepared for the solic-
itation of bids from competing
General Contractors. 

5. Construction Administration,
including the solicitation and evalu-
ation of bids, and contract negotia-
tion with the successful qualified
low bidder, and general oversight
through the course of construction.

The terms of the contract with the
architectural firm will allow for the
Town, through the Building
Committee, to introduce a hiatus or
termination at the end of any of the
specified phases. The architects will
also be contracted to study each of
the existing stationÕs buildings with
evaluation of suitability for possible
renewal, expansion, reuse, and/or
disposition. Based on the outcomes
of the phases recited above, any pro-
posal to proceed with construction
of a new facility will be taken to a
Town Meeting to be acted on by the
citizens of the Town of  Rye.

If you
become suspicious, please call us and

we will do what we can to help.
We are also aware of several other

scams that have targeted our resi-
dents. One of these is a lottery scam
where you are contacted and told you
have won a lottery, but before you col-
lect, you must pay taxes on the win-
nings. In these cases the con artists are
looking for either cash, a credit card
number, or personal information,
such as your social security number
and date of birth. 

The other scam is what we call
identity theft. In these cases someone
gets enough of your personal infor-
mation to enable them to get credit in
your name. Both of these situations
can be nightmares for the victim, and
they are very difficult to trace. Again,
please contact us if you think this may
be happening to you.

On a final note, our newest officer,
Alex Mitrushi "hit the streets" in late
February. His training has been exten-
sive with twelve weeks at the New
Hampshire Police Academy and
another twelve weeks in Rye working
through our Field Training Officer
Program. Alex will be an asset to our

Anyone who is
interested in joining should stop by
and talk with Lt. Steve Laing or me
about the challenge and rewards of
the call department.  Any past train-
ing in firefighting or emergency
medical aid is beneficial but not a
requirement.  Training is held two
nights a month with supplemental
classes available from the state.  

On the March 12 ballot will be an
article for a new fire truck to replace
the 1969 unit currently in service.  If
voters approve this article, the truck
will go out for bid in April with a
delivery date around late November.  

Because of the mild winter and
low water table in the area, the pos-
sibility of forest fires becomes more
of a concern than it has been in years
past.  Please be careful with all out-
side fires. A permit is alwaysrequired
for any outside burning and can be
obtained at the fire station.  If you
have any concerns or questions
about burning, call us or stop in.
