- Noaccess available to second floor. Police and Fire
Departments must be secure; can’t use existing stairs or
elevator (not in a reasonable location). Provide two stair
towers and an elevator (Life Safety Code an ).

- Locate stair and elevator towers on outside of Public
Safety building (see Site Plan Concept).

- Stair and elevator towers very tall, will require proper
reinforcing and bracing. 194" floor-to-floor height.

- 3high windows at each gable end. Provide natural light
with either roof windows (skylights) or shed dormers
and windows. Use dormers so as not to lose floor area.

- Construct office partitions, with finishes including
flooring and ceilings.

- Provide plumbing for rest rooms and staff area. Leach
field may require expansion.

- Provide mechanical system for heating and cooling.

- Provide electrical service including wiring lighting,
outlets, fire alarm system and communication systems.
Provide parking for staf and public at rear of building
(see Site Plan). Safety issue with emergency vehicles.
